UArctic has two membership categories: Full members and Associate members.  


� Higher Education Institutions


Educational institution members are independent universities, colleges, and other institutions of higher education having their own registered students. The primary role of educational institution members is to develop and deliver UArctic academic programs. Educational institution members have the right to participate in UArctic academic programs according to the principles and procedures determined by the Council of the University of the Arctic (the Council).


� Other Organizations


The primary role of organizational members is to provide important expertise, different kind of resources, and consultative links to key constituencies. Organizational members do not normally deliver UArctic academic programs, but do contribute to their development. Organizational members include indigenous peoples’ organisations with an international focus, research centres, educational associations, consortia / networks of higher education institutions, and research and policy networks. 


� Associate Members


Are institutions or organizations that have an interest in and commitment to higher education and research in the Circumpolar North, and that are either:


Universities or research institutions / organizations located outside the Arctic 8 nations of Canada, Denmark / Greenland, Finland, Iceland, Sweden, Norway, Russia, and the USA;


Institutions or organisations from any of the Arctic 8 nations, that are not physically located within the Circumpolar North;


Or subsidiary entities (i.e. independent institutes, branches, departments, etc.) whose parent institution or organisation has no interest in joining UArctic.








� Communications Contact Person will assist in promoting your institution or organization's role in UArctic by distributing press releases through local media contacts, and by sharing this information through institution’s own internal communications. Such a person might be the information manager at the institution or an individually designated person for UArctic issues.


� Contact person for UArctic registration is a person within the office of registration at the institution, who deals specifically with registration concerns (e.g. student tracking, credits and other records under UArctic programs) as they might arise with UArctic students. 





� Open Learning or Continuing Education – courses, programs, or organized learning experiences usually pursued after a degree is obtained to enhance personal or professional goals.


� Post Graduate Education – relating to studies beyond a Bachelor’s degree or first degree
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
