	BCS Course Completion

	Upon successful completion of all seven core courses: BCS 100, 311, 312, 321, 322, 331, 332, the IAO will issue a “Confirmation of Achievement” document to acknowledge your accomplishment.


	Tuition

	Tuition is due upon registration and is non-refundable after the first day of class. Any additional banking fees for wire transfers, etc will be charged to students in addition to the tuition costs. 


	Course Withdrawal

	To assist students in avoiding academic penalties, the International Academic Office may act on your behalf to withdraw you if you have failed to log on to your class website for 14 days without prior approval from your instructor.
